Bank Purchases Two New Branches and
Upgrades for Better Security

Minnesota National Bank serves its communities by providing
complete banking services, from savings and loan to mortgages.
Two recently purchased branch offices will be full-service banks as
well. The bank needed to integrate its servers after tripling in size,
so it sought an effective, secure solution.

Business Needs

When Minnesota National Bank recently
purchased two additional bank locations,
one of the biggest concerns was
maintaining a high level of security. After
the purchase, the bank restructured their
IT framework. One location would serve as
its headquarters, and the other two
locationswouldbe consi der ed
of f i Be@usse Minnesota National Bank
lacks full-time IT staff, they absolutely rely
on a robust, easy-to-maintain solution. In
addition, due to FDIC regulations and the
Office of the Controller of the Currency
(OCC), Minnesota National Bank requires a
very high level of security.

Four servers would serve approximately 70

personal computers (PCs). The banks use
virtual private network (VPN) connections
and Watchguard firewalls. Each location
would provide full services to their
communities. At the time of purchase, the
new locations were using Microsofte Small
Business Server. As a result, Minnesota
National Bank had to update

onfrestmuattires to allow all locations to be
on the same domain, and share e-mail as
well as other network resources. Having
multiple domains was not an option,
because multiple domains would result in
a lack of cohesiveness as well as reduced
collaboration.

After the banks were consolidated, they
needed a more manageable and scalable

solution. All three networks needed to be
merged, and Windows Servere 2008
appeared to be a great fit.

Solution

Minnesota National bank chose to deploy
three manually-built servers running
Windows Server® 2008 Standarddone for
each location. In total, seventy-five users
would be affected.
